2.  A one-page synopsis of the submitted play in Courier 12-point with standard margins that articulates the story without adding any 
editorial commentary.

3.  A Personal Statement responding to two questions: Why are theatre and plays important? What is your relationship with constructive 
criticism regarding how you develop and refine your own work, and the ways that you may assist in supporting the development and
refinement of the work of peers? 

4.  Three letters of recommendation from individuals who are familiar with your playwriting.
